Did you know?

Questions are often asked to the
meaning of the colors of the altar
cloths (paraments) and candles
etc used during the year. During
the Advent Season, the blue
paraments, which symbolize the
purity of Mary, the Mother of our
Lord, are used. The center of our
altar cloth tells us to “Rejoice” at
His birth. The side symbols on
the cloth are angels announcing
the coming of the Lord. The
Pulpit cloth has three trumpets,
calling us to worship. The symbol
of the nativity, the crib
suggesting the lowliness and
poverty surrounding the infant
Saviour, who for humanity’s sake
became poor, that through his
poverty, people might become
rich, is on the Leturn.

During the traditional service at
11:00 a.m. our pastors wear robes
and stoles. The pastor’s stoles
have four candles symbolizing

the four Sundays of Advent —
Hope, Peace, Joy and Love.

The Advent Wreath is also part of
the worship service. The Advent
Wreath is an adaption of a past
practice of a festival’s lighted
wheel during the winter solstice
to celebrate the lengthening
daylight. Today the wreath is
used to celebrate the arrival of
Jesus. The rose candle
symbolizes joy, blue or purple
represent penance and longing,
the white is for the arrival of
Jesus and the evergreens are a
symbol of eternal life. Families
and individuals within the church
will be lighting the Advent
Wreath each week.

Beginning the week of
Thanksgiving Linc Services will
begin replacing components in
the church, youth house and
office light fixtures to improve
efficiency. The project is part of
the AEP (American Electric
Power) grant program to
encourage the use of more energy
efficient products. The total
project is expected to cost
$15,775 with a grant of 25%
returned to the city. The cost
savings in electric use over the
next two years is expected to
return several thousand dollars to
the church.

As Linc Services begin their
work, members are asked to be
patient and careful in the work
areas. Much of the work is
expected to be done in the
evening. Work should continue
through December 4.

Groups within the church and
others who use meeting space in
the church are reminded to
submit room use requests for
2010. Meetings are not
automatically carried forward to
the new year. If you have a share
group, women'’s circle, men’s
group or other organization
meeting on a regular basis be sure
to request the rooms. Forms are
available in the office.

In response to requests and to
provide adequate handicap
parking the parking lot next to the
church has been restriped.

The members of the Finance
Committee met on November 15
to finalize the 2010 church
budget. The budget was then
forwarded to Servant Leader
Council on November 17 before
being presented to the Church
Conference on November 22.

The budget as presented by the
Finance Committee is for a total
of $760,000.00 an increase from
$742,988.00 for 2009. The 2010
budget does not provide for a
raise for staff and holds
programming and curriculum at
close to 2009 levels with the
exception of slight increases for
youth and children. The
apportionments were slightly
lower this year as the conference
also tries to work with area
churches. An increase in fringe
benefits for pension and health
care may be noted in 2010.

Your continued support and
faithfulness in giving is
appreciated and provides the
funding for the staff,
programming and outreach of
First United Methodist Church.
