Thoughts from Your Lay Leader

It was an honor to share the
message "Gifts For All
Occasions" during worship on
October 11th. | came across
another story that made me
realize how gifts given for God's
work can make a very large
impact no matter their size. Itis
entitled "57 Cents that Made
History".

A sobbing little girl stood near a
small church from which she had
been turned away because it "was
too crowded". "l can't go to
Sunday School" she sobbed to the
pastor as he walked by. Seeing
her shabby,unkempt appearance,

the pastor guessed the reason and,

taking her by the hand, took her
inside and found a place for her
in the Sunday School class. The
child was so touched that she
went to bed that night thinking of
the children who have no place to
worship Jesus.

Some two years later, this child
lay dead in one of the poor
tenement buildings and the
parents called for the kind-
hearted pastor, who had
befriended their daughter, to
handle the final arrangements.
As her poor little body was being
moved, a worn and crumpled
purse was found which seemed to
have been rummaged from some
trash dump. Inside was found 57
cents and a note scribbled in
childish handwriting which read,
"This is to help build the little

church bigger so more children
can go to Sunday School.

For two years she had saved for
this offering of love. When the
pastor tearfully read the note,

he knew instantly what he

would do. Carrying this note and
the cracked, red pocketbook to
the pulpit, he told the story of her
unselfish love and devotion. He
challenged his deacons to get
busy and raise enough money for
the larger building. But the story
does not end there.

A newspaper learned of the story
and published it. It was read by a
realtor who offered them a parcel
of land worth many thousands.
When told that the church could
not pay so much, he offered it for
a 57 cent payment.Church
members made large
subscriptions. Checks came from
far and wide. Within five years
the little girl's gift had increased
to $250,000; a huge sum for that
time (near the turn of the
century). Her unselfish love had
paid large dividends.

When you are in the city of
Philadelphia, look up Temple
Baptist Church, with a seating
capacity of 3300, and Temple
University, where hundreds of
students are trained. Have a look,
too, at the Good Samaritan
Hospital and at a Sunday School
building which houses hundreds
of Sunday scholars, so that no
child in the area will ever need to
be left outside at Sunday school
time.

A very awesome thing happened
with one small gift given from
the heart. God blessed many
through the actions of one so
small. Think about it as we
approach Consecration Sunday.

Hygiene and Holy
Communion

The flu and cold season and
especially the current HIN1
concerns has prompted the General
Board of Discipleship to release
information regarding communion
services.

According to the board, some simple

steps can be taken for the health and

comfort of all who share in the

Lord’s Supper. They suggest:
Communion be prepared
with fresh elements and
clean hands.
Encourage everyone to
wash their hands prior
coming into the service.

And for communion served or by

intinction be sure to:
Only the server touches the
bread providing pieces of
bread large enough to dip
without the recipient’s
fingers touching the juice.
Tilt the cup slightly toward
the recipient to enable juice
to flow toward the cup so
the recipient will not touch
the juice with their fingers
Servers should hand the
individual cup to the
recipient being careful not
to touch hands.
Individual cups should be
taken by the recipient and
placed in the pew holder
and not returned to the tray
held by the server. The use
of plastic cups is
acceptable, however the use
of glass cups that can be
washed is preferred.

If you are sick or sneezing please
consider not taking communion
during this flu and cold season.
Hospitality and jygiene go together
so that we may share the Lord’s
Supper without concerns about
health.

America’s Second Harvest
completed a study on hunger in
America. As the economy
recovers the numbers needing
assistance are increasing. The
study showed that nearly four out
of five families relied on federal
programs for assistance. Fewer
than half receive food stamps
although many are eligible.

With the struggle comes the
juggling of unpaid medical or
hospital bills. Almost half also
said they have to choose between
heating and eating.

Pantries do make a difference. On
average participating pantries
distribute 157 boxes or bags of
food weekly. One recipient said
“l went out yesterday and picked
up sever applications, no jobs,
but | will keep trying and the
pantry helps.” First Church
averages 10 to 12 per week with
the numbers increasing to 15 to
17 toward the end of the month.

As you do your grocery shopping
please remember the “everyone
bring one” motto and pick up one
or two items of canned fruits,
vegetables, meat, soup, a
crackers, a boxed meal, spaghetti,
spaghetti sauce, cereal, macaroni
and cheese or a bar of soap,
toothpaste or bottle of shampoo.
If each family would bring one
item we could collect 200 items
each week.

2010 budget

The third quarter statements were
mailed last week. Included with
the statement was a printed
narrative budget for 2010. The
budget numbers were provided to
show the achievements, the plans
and the costs of providing
meaningful worship and
programming at First Church.

As our 2010 stewardship
campaign begins please take a
minute to review the budget. Also
be sure to pick up your
commitment packet from the
gathering space. Then prayerfully
consider your response for 2010.

Another part of the stewardship
campaign this year is our focus

on demonstrating our love in
action. The “hands and feet” of
those engaged in service during
this stewardship time have been
placed around the church. If you
are volunteering, be sure to take a
minute to complete a hand or foot
cutout to add to the walls.

If you would like a copy of the
narrative budget they are in the
first floor gathering space. Please
pick one up.

The final budget for 2010 will be
set after the stewardship
campaign is completed on
November 8.

f necessary a second church
conference will be held on
Sunday, November 22 following
the second service to approve any
changes.
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As the Finance Committee
prepares the annual budget a
portion of the budget is a fixed
amount in apportionments or
connectional giving.

What is connectional giving? It's
as simple as people coming
together, combining their money
to accomplish something bigger
than themselves. Apportionments
are in two categories the
Community Ministries for the
district and the apportionments
for the conference. In the district
the funds help to feed the hungry,
provide clothing, and after school
programs as well older adult
ministries and prison ministries.

At the conference level, 73 cents
of each dollar support the
ministries of local, district and
conference churches with 27
cents going to United Methodist
ministries worldwide.

The apportionments for First
Church for 2010 will be
$97,141.00.

FUMC awarded grant

Linc Servicers LLC have
completed the energy use survey
for the church. As a result of the
survey and planned upgrades the
church will be awarded a
$5188.00 grant from AEP. The
grant will be used toward the
$17,527.00 cost of replacing all
fixtures in the youth house,
church and office with energy
efficient balasts and bulbs. The
sanctuary lighting will not be
changed.

After the grant is applied the
church will be responsible for
$12,000 of the cost. All changes
must be completed within 90
days or by the end of the year.
To meet this goal, the Trustees
are currently looking at budget
and other means of funding to
earmark the $12,000.

The Trustees are anxious to
complete the upgrade to take
advantage of the grant and to
save an estimated $5700.00 per
year in electric costs per year. At
the project rate of savings the
upgrade will pay for itself in two
years.

Additionally, the Trustees are
working on a program with AEP
to convert all systems in the
church to the existing Honeywell
system. Currently the church has
small areas that are served by
individual heating and air
conditioning units. More on this
conversion will be discussed by
the Trustees after the first of the
year.
